We appreciate your willingness to work with us to resolve these issues.  Based on your response, we wanted to provide clarification so that we can move forward to reconciliation and closure.
First, in our initial letter we stated:

Please note that until we receive full cooperation and the return of WVMBA property from you, you will not be permitted to participate in WVMBA sanctioned events.  
Your response:

“I have, to my knowledge, no property whatsoever owned by WVMBA.”

We offer the following as clarification.  
We are requesting our check register, receipts, documents, invoices, and any paperwork that substantiates purchases made through WVMBA’s accounts.  Basically, any information and documents that we need to substantiate our tax returns and expenditure of funds.    Also we are asking for any and all files or documents you may have as nothing was provided when you resigned.  
Second, in our initial letter we stated:

It is our understanding that you were utilized by the previous WVMBA board with the following conditions:

1. Your time would be compensated at $10 an hour.

2. You would invoice WVMBA for that time at every Board meeting.
3. You were a contractor.
It is also our understanding that no invoices were produced or provided by you for your compensation or reimbursement.

Your response:

 I was at no time ever told to invoice the WVMBA Board at every meeting for payment of my services.  Actually at no time were there any guidelines ever given to me on the running of WVMBA.
Our response:

We understand that there may have been some misunderstanding regarding the invoicing of your time as those were verbal agreements and it is difficult to use those to help come to an understanding of expectations.  It is for that very reason we have requested your responses in writing.  

We are supplying the following again to assist you in helping us address the following issues we submitted to you.  As soon as we receive our property and a written response from you for the items below, we would appreciate a face to face meeting with you and the entire WVMBA board, as we all are anxious to put this to rest and focus on the future.
Our specific questions are as follows.

1. For the duration of your activity, you signed Matt Marcus’s name on the checks instead of your own.  Can you please provide your justification for this?  
2. On September 2, 2008, you wrote a check (number  3907) to Gina Desmond for 4th place in the series final.  Our records show that Gina did not race or qualify for the series.  Can you please provide justification for this expense?  

3. While insurance funds were collected from promoters for the race series, checks were not issued for the majority of races in 2008 and several races in 2009.  Can you please let us know if insurance was purchased through other means for these events?  (See Attachment A for a detailed list of events we have records of insurance for.)

4. As race promoter for the Appalachian Classic, it appears the event was funded by WVMBA in its entirety.  As WVMBA had no agreement to fund this event, please provide documentation and justification for those expenses paid out of WVMBA funds.  (See Attachment B for a list of expenses associated with the Appalachian Classic)
5. Fees and prize money for USAC sanctioned events were paid for out of WVMBA’s checking account. WVMBA had no agreement to fund these events and WVMBA had no requirement for you to become a USAC race official.  Can you please provide justification for these expenses?  (See Attachment C for a list of expenses associated with USAC events)
6. Your personal car repair, restaurant, grocery, water bill and Direct TV bills were paid directly out of WVMBA’s account in addition to fees to DMV.  Can you please explain these expenses?  We look forward to your reply.
